One of our neighbors has signed on to help monitor use of our lakes and parks by  
Non-members.  Gail will be serving as our membership monitor to help us see that our lakes and parks  

are used by our members and that people do not spoil the beauty of our properties. 
 

Gail will spend several hours each week on our properties.  She will be asking people on our properties for their 
address to check it against our membership list.  If someone lives in our neighborhood and is not a member she 

may provide them with our Welcome Flyer which discusses the benefits of membership, points out our  
responsibility to our neighborhood and encourages people to join our voluntary Association. 

 
Many of you will remember Fred who helped monitor our properties for several years.  Fred and his wife moved to 
Thomasville, so the drive became a chore.  We appreciated Fred’s years of service.  We may have referred to Fred 

as a security service but our Neighborhood Association does not provide security.  The Board simply tries to a  
monitor the use of our properties, which is restricted to members and guests only. 

 
As most of you know, the Hamilton Lake Park, between Starmount Drive and Henderson Road, east of the Lake 

Hamilton dam, is a Greensboro City Park open to all.  The Lake and watershed park area from the Lake Hamilton 
dam to Friendly Avenue is our Association’s property and responsibility.  The park area around Little Lake  
Euphemia, the Lake Euphemia dam and the watershed park north of Lake Euphemia up to Friendly Avenue,  

including Jim King Pond, are also Association property available for the use of members and their guests only.

Lake Euphemia is home to a pair of Swans who add beauty and 
grace to the Lake and discourage geese.  The Girl Scouts have 
loaned us another displaced Swan who spends most of his time on 
Little Lake Euphemia.  PLEASE NOTE dogs must be leashed at all 
times and out of the water around Lake Euphemia.  Please respect 
and protect our Swans. 
 
NEW TREES 
 
Removing dead trees is a major part of maintaining our watershed 
parks, along with removing brush, poison ivy and overgrowth.  
Dennis Johnson is our lead man on these projects.  Dennis met with the Arborist for the City of Greensboro and 
discussed our parks.   Dennis located some large container trees on special at Gossett Nursery.  We have added 10 
new large native hardwood trees to replace lost trees.  It feels good to add trees and to help maintain our  
ecosystem.  We plan to do more of this in the future.

POTENTIAL REZONING for the NW Corner of HOBBS and FRIENDLY 
 

 The plans to rezone the corner from residential to commercial was in the News & Record.  The developer Regency Centers has  
presented its plans to some of the neighborhoods adjacent to the property, Wedgedale/Heather Court and Hobbs Landing.  The HLP 
Board also asked for information about the plans for developing the property.  The lead developer Chris Widmayer provided a brief 
PowerPoint presentation to the HLP Board.  The plans will probably include a small grocery store, a drug store and a row of smaller 

shops, a total of 53,000 sq.ft.  He pointed out that the Friendly Center Harris Teeter itself was more than 70,000 sq. ft.   
 

The HLP Board adopted a policy to vigorously oppose any efforts to rezone any of the property within the original town  
limits Town of Hamilton Lakes and property on either side of Friendly Avenue from Holden to Westridge. 

 
While this proposed “Hobbs Marketplace” shopping center is across the street from the Town limits, the Board is very concerned 

about the encroachment of commercial development in residential areas.   Board members are in communication with the group of  
homeowners most directly affected by the rezoning.  This group is getting guidance from leaders of the opposition to the rezoning  
of the Holden/Friendly corner.  As many of you know, the Holden/Friendly corner was potentially the first commercial “domino to 

fall in rezoning within the original Town of Hamilton Lakes borders, after the expiration of our 50-year residential zoning  
restriction.  The opposition to the Friendly/Holden corner is generally regarded as one of Greensboro’s most effective campaign  

against rezoning. 
 

The Board firmly supports efforts to oppose developers looking to add more commercial zoning in our area.   
 

The opposition effort has had an organizational meeting and plans to have another meeting to inform interested residents, develop a 
cohesive strategy and select leaders.  Numbers are critical and the more citizens that actively participate the more effective the effort.  
The meeting will be in the large meeting room of the First Lutheran Church, at 2:00 p.m., Sunday, January 22, 2012, and all are
